	Information Technology Advisory Committee (ITAC) Report (Rich)
	Two new members were introduced:
· John Uy, a new student member
· Angelic Davis, a new member from Administrative Services
The Goals document was reviewed.  The committee discussed the six proposed goals and edited goal six on technology literacy to include sustainability
The committee reviewed the Purpose and Function statement. The membership was updated to add the new members
Michael Carr explained the concept of a ‘Hytech’ Classroom.  The room would include technology to allow a faculty member to teach both in-person and remote students. IT is working with other areas like Instruction and Technical Services to define what would be needed to transition some classrooms to this environment.  It would require training of faculty members and IT support staff to maintain these classrooms. Some classrooms in the Business Division might already have most of the technology needed to do this type of teaching format.
